Then Swift asked the students to stop using their smartphones and computers for
a week. Was it hard? Yes, but most of them found it easier than they expected.
The most important thing was that they all felt good about the project. "I went
out with my friénds and we laughed a lot," said one. "I played tennis and spent

more time with my family,” added another.

The teenagers also learned an important lesson. When they are busy with their '

smartphones and computers, they often forget about other activities that they
enjoy. The project showed students that there are- many ways to spend their free
time without screens. Swift hopes the students will use their time better. Other

schools also plan to try the project with their students.
